It was also
unanimously decidedo contractfor the
replacement of the broken soldier who is
beyond repair. Sadly, subsequent aleg
action by the SCV, who claims oershipof



the monumenthas delayed this work. Upon
advice from our lawyer, we have delayed
beginning work on the monument.

Documents obtained from correspondence

between SCV officials reveal they are
claiming ownershipof all our monuments

statements. Evidence of this can be easily
obtained by them but obviously, they are not

Please continue to
ignore them or better demand from them
proof of their accusations.

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Recorder of Military Service Awards

A new Cross of Military Service for
the Global War on Terror was
approved at the General Convention.

Due to the unusual way the GWOT
went from an Expedition to Conflict,
veterans who have already received
the UDC Expeditionary Service
Medal for the Global War on Terror
(GWOT) may also be eligible for the
Cross of Military Service for the
Global War on Terror, should
Chapters wish to pursue it. These
veterans will be authorized to wear
both. The reason is that the DoD
originally  considered Irag and
Afghanistan to be an Expedition, but
as the conflict continued to rage, by
April 2005 it was acknowledged to
be a full-fledged conflict and the
Armed Forces ceased authorizing
the Expeditionary Service Medal for
Irag and Afghanistan and instead
authorized only the Global War on
Terrorism Service Medal (GWOT-S)
and Campaign Medals for Iraq and
Afghanistan.

The Expeditionary and GWOT-S
overlapped for several years so the
UDC will do the same. However, not
everyone who was awarded a UDC
Expeditionary Service Medal will be
eligible for the Cross.

Attendees at the UDC General Convention in Fort Worth,
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He/she must have served in Iraq or
Afghanistan or contiguous waters
and have been awarded Campaign
Medals as well as the GWOT-S.

All of those desiring the Cross in
addition to the Expeditionary Medal
will need to submit MoF for it by the
end of the UDC year, Aug 31,
2012. This isa policy exception
because of the way the conflict
shaped up.

Until such time as new Form 6 & 36's
are available, you will mark through

AWWI 0 under the section
i GWOTo

Crosses (page 1) and pu't
(Global War on Terror) above it.
Then they will fill out the rest of the
form as always. We will not accept
MoF for GWOT Crosses until a
supply has been manufactured,
unless it is for a bestowal date of late
April or beyond. Please attach a note
which gives the no. of the AFESM
the person was bestowed. That is for
the Business Office and Recorder
General records.

Everyone should have the Checklist
and be using it by now. If you do not
have it, please email me and | will
get it to you.
